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Fourteen months ago I became a father to Elizabeth Reed Bonner Schroeder. She’s a good baby. 
Growing up as the son of two restaurant workers, I assumed I knew how hard it was to raise a family 
and work in the industry. I had no idea. Being a father really does change everything, especially 
how much respect I have for my mom and dad (and the patrons of our restaurant who put up with 
screaming, fussy babies). 

That’s why my heart broke when I met Erika at Giving Kitchen’s office this fall. Erika’s daughter 
was born with arthrogryposis, a condition that impacts her ability to walk. After years of 
complications, it was time for her to undergo a special surgery in Florida. As a single mother and 
a food service worker, Erika faced a tough decision: making the trip alongside her daughter or 
staying behind so she could work to pay her bills. Luckily she didn’t have to choose between the 
two. Erika arrived at Giving Kitchen to pick up the financial support she needed to make sure she 
could be with her daughter without the fear of eviction or disconnected services. 

You made that moment possible. Because you believe in Giving Kitchen, because you support Giving 
Kitchen, because you care for food service workers in crisis, we were able to help Erika and her 
family through such a difficult decision. And over the past six years, you’ve made that moment 
happen for over 3,905 people like Erika - and at an increasingly high rate. 

In the summer of 2018, we celebrated $2 million in financial assistance provided since our founding. 
In November 2019, we celebrated giving $3 million. We’ve expanded to serve food service workers 
throughout the state of Georgia, including those who work for food trucks, concessions and catering 
companies.

We anticipate over 3,500 people asking GK for assistance in 2020. We’ve grown, but as we’ve grown, 
we haven’t lost our heart or our fight for a food service community where crisis is met with 
compassion and care. 

Welcome to the fight. You’ve been here for years, and we hope you’ll stand by our side for years to 
come.

I had an immediate and visceral 
attraction to seeing people at the top of 
their craft using their talents and influence 
to help those in need, and I needed to learn 
more. 

I consider myself very fortunate to have a career in 
a field that I care deeply about that also happens to 
take good care of me financially. When I use that same 
lens to consider what my life might have been like if 
I had instead pursued culinary arts, it immediately 
illuminates the sacrifices I would have made in order 
to follow that dream. Volunteering my expertise in 
technology allows me to honor both of these passions 
and nourishes my growing obsession with food and 
cooking by sharing the benefits I’ve reaped with a 
career in tech with those in the food service industry. 
Call it fate, call it GK Magic, call it the universe 
beckoning, but for me it’s about gratitude.

I’ve never met so many people with such unified hearts 
and purpose. It’s not just the grants or the Pop-Up Docs 
that bring them together. It’s the ideals that Giving 
Kitchen holds to be true which are that crises will be 
met with compassion and that cycles of abuse must be 
replaced with networks of support.

One of those reasons is 
the jobs and opportunities I get to create for my 
staff to grow. 

Giving Kitchen’s work helps us enable our staff to 
live better lives. Over the years, we’ve personally 
helped several of our staff apply for financial 
assistance and assistance when they were dealing 
with emergencies. GK’s staff does it with so much 
compassion and care. They’ve also created a great 
platform for resource sharing and pushed the ball 
further on discussions about key issues in our 
industry, including personal wellbeing. 

I’m encouraged that so much of GK’s revenue goes 
directly toward programs and that those programs 
benefit someone you know and interact with every day. 
As a restauranteur, having GK assist a staff member 
short term helps me retain them as an employee 
for the long term. As a diner, your contributions 
stay local and support the food service industry 
you all love. It’s helping to build that bridge so 
your favorite bartender, server or cook can focus 
on returning to work and not get derailed by an 
emergency hardship. It’s the best kind of tip you can 
leave.

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Giving Kitchen is near and dear to my heart. 
Many food service workers juggle multiple jobs 
to make ends meet, to put themselves through 
school or to support their families. GK has 
made me more appreciative of the resources 
available to those who work for me, with me 
or in my industry who wouldn’t otherwise 
have access to them in an emergency. It’s 
reassuring to know someone else is looking out 
for our employees, as well.

Supporting GK has given me the opportunity to meet so 
many wonderful people who genuinely care about food 
service workers - those who wait on us, cook for us and 
host us. I tell everyone that the Atlanta food community 
is one of the most tight-knit groups in the country, 
and I attribute a big part of that to Giving Kitchen 
for bringing us all closer together. They even bring us 
together on social media!

The GK Food Service Workers Facebook group has been 
a lifesaver for so many. What brings me the most joy 
is how quick the members are to respond to someone in 
need, whether they need employment, a recommendation 
or access to mental health resources. It’s an invaluable 
tool for those in our industry. People need to remember 
our community is small - everyone knows someone, and we 
are here for each other. 

That’s why anytime I can spread the GK word, I do. I 
want people in our food family to know there is an 
organization with resources and people who care who 
are here to support you. GK has helped several of my 
former employees, so spreading the word, volunteering 
and donating through Pass the Hat is the least I can do. 
Helping others is easy.

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A family friend was cooking dinner at my 
apartment and had a pot of water on the stove 
to boil when the power went out. They didn’t 
think about turning the stove off, so when 
the power came back on at 3:00am, the pot 
eventually exploded and caught the ceiling on 
fire, which spread.

I had worked a 12-hour shift that day, so by the time I 
got home and went to sleep, I was so tired I didn’t wake 
up when the fire alarm went off. I woke up to everyone 
in my house screaming, so I opened my bedroom door but 
smoke engulfed the room. I slammed the door back and 
thought for a split second. “I’d rather be hurt than 
dead,” so I opened the window and jumped out. Right as I 
jumped, my neighbor outside ran and caught me. 

I had a huge bruise on my knee, but otherwise I wasn’t 
hurt from the jump. I sat on the curb and thought, “What 
am I going to do?” My entire kitchen was burned, and the 
fire also went into my living room and burned the wiring 
to my washer and dryer. The front door was completely 
melted, and the windows were all busted out. 

After the fire department came out, the Red Cross showed 
up and got us a hotel room for the night. The next day 
I called my restaurant and let them know what happened. 
Within hours, my manager called me and told me about 
Giving Kitchen and helped me start an application. I 
didn’t have much money in savings, so when I heard about 
GK, it took a major burden off of me so quick.

With some organizations, you have to wait a long time 
for the help to come, so I thought it was going to be a 
super long process. But I needed help right then, not 
several weeks later. The application was straightforward 
and André called me regularly with updates throughout 
the process, so I was able to get my financial 
assistance within days. 

Giving Kitchen helped me move back into my place, and I 
didn’t have to worry about my bills for a month – it was 
so amazing. I was so thankful for the help because it 
would’ve just been so hard to start over. 

I love how willing GK is to help everyone in this 
industry - that’s what I love about Giving Kitchen.
